ÁGroup of carton manufacturers formed in 
2008 working to increase recycling of 
cartons
ÁExpanded access from 18% to >60% today

ÁWorked to develop a carton grade ςPSI 52

ÁEncourage implementation of proven 
policies/best practices

ÁAdditional fee for additional disposal

Á Incremental costs MUST be adequate to encourage 
recycling

Á Desire to reduce landfilled recyclables 

Á Provide recycling opportunity to all residents

ÁOther Texas cities with multifamily recycling 
requirements

ÁMultifamily recycling ordinance passed December 
2011 (8 + unit complexes) as part of the Crime Free 
Multi-Housing Ordinance
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Multi-Housing Recycling 
Program Requirements

Multi-Housing Landlord (8+ Units) must submit recycling 
plan

Plan must include ï

ÁMaterials to be recycled

ÁMethod of collection & storage of recyclables

ÁFrequency of pick-ups by approved waste hauler

ÁProperty diagram showing the container location(s) 
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Recycle Plan 
Implementation

Submitted plans approved by City

Landlord implements plan within 30 days
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Recycle Plan Waivers

A waiverto providing a recycling plan may be granted by 
Director if ς
